It has come to my attention that the Princeton municipal Traffic and Transportation committee is considering improvements to pedestrian crosswalks at Chambers Street. These proposed improvements are scheduled to be discussed at the T&T meeting on Wednesday, September 18.

I want to express my support for the strongest possible measures to protect pedestrian safety at these intersections in particular, and throughout all of Princeton.

Although I recognize that Chambers Street is an important north-south route for vehicular traffic, and in particular for motorists seeking to short-cut between Nassau St and 206N while avoiding two stop lights, Princeton needs to also recognize that Chambers runs alongside residential areas from where kids are walking to school on a daily basis. We should prioritize the safety of these kids above all other considerations.

I am aware that Princeton has signed a 'Complete Streets' policy, which requires due attention to be given to all road users. Princeton ought to show that it takes this policy seriously by addressing deficiencies in pedestrian infrastructure throughout the town. With particular reference to the crosswalks on Chambers Street, I would like to express my support for the following measures:

1. Put a stop sign at the Hulfish / Chambers intersection. This will mean drivers can no longer speed down the hill and through the crosswalk,

2. Put in-road 'stop for pedestrians in crosswalk' free-standing signs at the crosswalk,

3. Re paint and stripe the crosswalk.
